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Hi all--

A quick update on things at Farm Girl Farm this spring:

We've been enjoying a dryer, warmer spring this season, which allowed us to get into the field on the early side.  This means more seeds and seedlings in the ground by May 1 than ever before at FGF.  So far we've sown radishes, turnips (baby white and red), arugula, spinach, salad greens, basil, carrots, peas, dandelion greens, beets...and we've transplanted kale, collards, bok choi, head lettuce and onions.  

We're still planting onions this week, so come on out if you've got a few minutes!  Its a great time to get to know the farm girls!

Every day we're getting more in the ground, and the greenhouse is literally bursting at the seams with the frost tender seedlings like tomatoes, eggplant, peppers, squash, melons, etc.

Farm Girl Ruth Ballenzweig is back from her travels to Israel for her third FG season, for which I am incredibly grateful and I'm any of you who know her are, too.

Apprentice Becky Rushford joined us at the beginning of April and we are all learning and teaching each other in the field.

And Halle Heyman, known to many of you as the manager of Allium Restaurant, graces us with her hard working presence in the mornings before she goes to the restaurant (farm-a-holic!). 

One very sad note for those of you returning--our beloved Emma Bean, Farm Dog, died quite suddenly this spring (five weeks ago almost exactly).  It was a shock because despite her 12 years of wisdom she was in great shape and going strong--we were walking our 3+ daily miles all winter long.  But she got pancreatitis and got very sick very quickly.  I took her to Sand Road Animal Hospital where they were able to make her much more comfortable but she died overnight there.  We had a beautiful burial service for her at the farm, between the herb garden and the river, where she loved to be.  And I planted her resting spot with kale, broccoli, cabbage, bok choi, turnips, kohlrabi and radishes--all her favorite vegetables.  I miss her terribly and I know that some of you will, too.
